GenX Sunday Youth Church  
PURPOSE (Ephesians 4:15): 
Youth church is comprised of two components: Worship service and Sunday Morning Small Groups (Sunday School). The worship service is designed to allow students to praise and glorify God in a manner that is youth-oriented and comfortable for them. It serves as a “training ground” for equipping students to serve the Body.

Sunday Morning Small Groups (Sunday School) serve as the basic unit of maturity in GenX.  Small groups are not treated as “one program among many,” but are necessary. GenX Sunday Morning Small Groups exist to help students grow as Christians in the context of a caring, spiritual community. Community is built by meeting regularly by grade levels and building trust, confidentiality, transparency, and care through the scripture and thought-provoking questions. The four key components that make up the GenX Sunday Morning Small Groups are:

· Worship

· Edification

· Relational evangelism

· Discipleship

SUNDAY MORNING WORSHIP:  


7:30AM, 9:15AM, 11:00AM & 1:00 PM 
Students in the sixth through twelfth grade worship corporately in the fellowship hall, and then transition upstairs to the youth wing for grade-level small groups. Facilitators and students delve deeper into God’s Word through inquiry-based discussions. GenX worships and has Sunday School each 1st, 2nd and 4th Sundays. Students serve in the sanctuary on 3rd Sundays.

6th grade: Study of Jesus’ life and ministry 
7th grade: Study of Old Testament Figures and their encounters with God 
8th grade: Study of Life of early New Testament Church and the church today 
9th grade: Study of topics such as: The Mission of God in the World, Love of God, the Holy Spirit & Romans 
10th grade: Study of topics such as: Worship, Grace of God, Isaiah, and the Future 
11th grade: Study of topics such as: Holiness, Holy Disciplines, Faith, and God’s Gifts 
12th grade: Study of apologetics & special topics/projects
VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES (Matthew 9:37-38):

· Teachers: Plan, prepare Sunday School lesson for grade-level small group
· Need  two teachers for each grade-level at each service (44 total per Sunday)
· Classroom Assistant: Assist teacher with distributing materials, monitor halls

· Need one volunteer for each grade-level at each service
· FellowshipOne Operator: Check students in via computer using FellowshipOne database

· Need 3volunteers per service (one for 7:30 service)

· Assistant Sunday School Coordinator: Manage Sunday morning operations
· Need two volunteers with leadership, administration and communication skills 

· Lead Invitational Counselor: Train and supervise selected student to serve as invitational counselors

· Need one per service
